Printable Heat Sheets, Live Results 
and detailed session info are all posted on our site under the Major Hosted Meets 
tab.  You wrist bands are in your mailboxes and Supermeets is now closed.  Please 
review your positions.

Please check the 
Meet Schedule tab and click on the “Enter Me” if you are interested in swimming the 
Regional Meet.  Your entry is sent directly to the coach who leads your group!  You’ll 
see the meet information in .pdf format and then the due date and the ENTER ME 
that takes you to an online form.

5. The Schroeder pool will be a very busy place this winter/spring.  We are the host site 
for the Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic Conference championships, Horizon 
League Championships, the Central Zone Sect. 1 speedo Championships and the 
WI YMCA State Meet.  With these first three meets will come big schedule changes 
affecting all training groups.  Carefully review the attached changes for the first two 
meets in February and know that changes will be coming for the Sectional meet in 
March that will involve training at Homestead High School.
