
Schroeder YMCA Swim Team
1. The Schroeder YMCA Finalist sponsored by TYR is looking good for 2008! 

Schroeder leads the way with 150 athletes racing out of a total of 630 athletes 
representing 17 teams from Wisconsin and Illinois.  Heat Sheets and Time Lines are 
posted under the Major Hosted Meets tab and Supermeets is now locked.  Relays 
are at the beginning of the sessions so you / your swimmer must be here for warm 
ups.

2. Parking is going to be limited.  The snow is going to increase congestion and make 
parking more problematic.  Dave shoveled an awesome path that leads from behind 
Old Navy / Sprint Store into the parking lot on the south west corner.

3. The USA National Championships in Atlanta, GA at the 1996 Olympic Pool were last 
weekend.  Schroeder finished in 15th place on the men’s club side.  Adam broke 
team records in the 100 fly and 100 free and William Colbert became the first high 
school age boy to score at a Nationals when he raced in the consolation final.  His 
preliminary swim established a new team record.  Sadie Nennig raced both 
backstrokes and Mitchell Friedemann swam the 50, 100, 200 frees and 100 back.

4. We are already at $2600 in gifts to the Friends of Schroeder Campaign.  The annual 
Friends of Schroeder Campaign helps to underwrite the ongoing costs of running 
the Walter Schroeder Aquatic Center and it enables kids and families participate in 
our programs.  

5. Please view the information for both the Tri State Challenge at New Trier HS in 
Winnetka, IL.  The Tri State Challenge is a travel meet with time standards and is 
recommended for swimmers in Group 3, 5 & 6.  Swimmers in groups 1, 2 & 4 who 
meet the qualifying times are encouraged to go as well - we will NOT be swimming 
the mile on Friday night.  On the same weekend, January 24 there is a meet at 
Arrowhead High School and it is for athletes who do not have the Tri State Time 
standards.  All athletes not attending the meet at New Trier are encouraged to swim 
in the meet at Arrowhead.

6. Meet entries for both meets are due on or before Wednesday, December 30.  Hotel 
information will be available soon for the meet in Winnetka (New Trier).
